Class PD (1 Entries) Abs: 0 1st: HUNTER’s Henderson At 

Hooebarton. 10 month heavily marked tricolour with a very nice 

head with good dome and large dark eye giving a kind 

expression. Short back with level topline and good rib. A bit 

excitable so was erratic on the move. 

  

  

Class JD (2 Entries) Abs: 0 1st: JONES & LLOYD’s Cwmhaf Flash 

Bang Wallop. Masculine Blenheim up to size but could not deny 

him his placing. Lovely head and expression with plenty of 

cushioning and large round eyes. Deep body with good rib and 

bone. Well angulated front and rear giving strong driving 

movement. Very sound. Such a shame he is a bit too proud of his 

tail. 2nd: BAKER’s Cofton Cassino Royale. What a pity this little 

boy was so unsettled. Well broken tricolour with a nice size and 



shape, short back and good topline and tail carriage. Good head 

type with sweet expression.

I was told afterwards that this gives him his title 

and also makes him the 50th Amantra Champion. What a 

wonderful achievement!
